* Sequentially read the quoted
words of Jesus in a red-letter
Bible;

* Read a Psalm a day (Psalms
was the early church’s hymn
book and it was Jesus' prayer
book);

* Read Scripture out loud (this
was the way the Bible was
presented to original
audiences) and can be very
meaningful.

May you experience Jesus the
Living Word in your reading of
the written Word the Bible and
may it renew your life.
