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In 1994, the Rainbow Nation project
was launched. The term was coined
by Archbishop Desmond Tutu, and
pointed to a better life for all in the
free South Africa.

In more recent times, it seems that
many politicians have become intent
on sowing dissension and racial
hatred in order to further their own
agenda. Their lust for power has set
the country back in terms of the
Rainbow Nation dream and our Coat
of Arms motto, "diverse people
unite”.

As Christians, how may we work to
recover the dream of the Rainbow
Nation? | think there are some
lessons to be learned from the
American Civil Rights Movement and
their determination to establish the
'beloved community', a united
multiracial and multicultural society.
The principles of beloved
community were rooted in Scripture
and provided a kingdom-shaped
framework for a richer way of living
life together. They were built around
the love of Christ, love of others,
redemption, reconciliation,
nonviolence, and shared power.

For us in South Africa, we are one
humanity in this country, diverse
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but united, and our love of Christ and
of others must drive us to search for
"a kingdom-shaped framework for a
richer way of living life together".

Martin Luther King had a vision for a
Rainbow Nation. In "The Role of the

Church in Facing the Nation's Chief

Moral Dilemma" in 1957, King spoke
of his ultimate goal:

The end is reconciliation; the end is
redemption; the end is the creation
of the beloved community. It is this
type of spirit and this type of love
that can transform opposers into
friends. The type of love that | stress
here.... is agape which is
understanding goodwill for all men. It
is an overflowing love which seeks
nothing in return. It is the love of God
working in the lives of men. This is
the love that may well be the
salvation of our civilization.

May God grant that through his
transforming love, we may overflow
this love to all our brothers and
sisters, and bring redemption to our
land and our people.
