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We live in a performance culture. It dominates our thinking, our aspirations 
and our goals. While it's not a bad thing to be motivated to do well, it 
becomes problematic if one's sense of worth is totally bound up in perfor-
mance. Because when one experiences failure, it will erode one's identity. 

God separates our identity as his beloved from our performance, good or 
bad, success or failure. We can rest in our unchanging status as his beloved 
children. 

Marble Retreat, a centre dedicated to helping pastors suffering from work-
related stresses, identifies performance anxiety by asking "When was the last 
time you felt loved?" After a time of reflection, they ask a second question, 
"When was the last time you felt loved in your brokenness, in moments of 
failing?" Many visitors to the retreat centre find themselves unable to answer 
the second question. Their performance drive has made them believe, 
"I must perform to be loved."

Many of our own children are also caught in this trap and we need to continu-
ally remind them that God loves them (and so do we!) totally apart from what 
they do or achieve. God loved us 'while we were yet sinners', not requiring 
anything from us to earn his extravagant kindness. May he help us as parents 
to mirror this love to our children. May they know our love is constant even 
when they mess up.
